A sower Went out to sow. And as he sowed some fell

on the path; ... some fell on rocky ground; ... some fell
among thorns; ... but some fell on rich soil and produced
fruit.” (Matt 13:3-8)

Reflection

There are seven parables related to the Kingdom of
God in the gospel of Matthew. Today’s reading on the
sower is the first one of the allegories. In the Palestine
custom of Jesus’ time, seed was spread generously with
the view that at least moderately good harvest can be
achieved.

Who are the audiences? Jesus’ audiences are the
common people standing along the shore of Sea of Galilee
listening to his preaching with different potentials to reach
the Kingdom of God. Among these audiences, many of
them had farming and shepherding experiences which
constituted an important part of their daily life. The use
of the sowing parable in his preaching were to facilitate
the assimilation of the truth in simple and yet direct
metaphorical terms. Through Jesus, God had spoken to
the world so that the word can be heard by many but
many were yet to understand the parable. There are those
who enjoy high social status and render lip worship like
the scribes and Pharisees who refuse to listen. And of
course, there are others who are devoted and faithful to
God'’s teachings can ripe fruit to hundred folds.

Who is the sower? When we look into the biblical time
in the context of the Kingdom of God, we can quickly
identify our Lord Jesus as the sower. However, when we
read the gospel in today’s context under the inspiration of
the Holy Spirit, it can point to any evangelist who preaches
the good news. In this dimension, Jesus counts on every
one of us who are baptized to build the Kingdom of God
by spreading the good news.

Why did Jesus not choose good soil to sow carefully to
avoid wastage? There is an important message that we
should not miss in the pericope. The sower deliberately

sowed abundantly so that nobody was missed regardless
of their origin, race, sex, age, education and social
background. God'’s benevolence, love and grace are for
all people, even though those who cling to their secular
success and power might not believe or even reject him.
The messianic expectation had long been implanted in the
Israelite culture and they had long been waiting for the
coming of a dynastic king to take political revenge on their
oppressor, the Roman Empire. The generosity of God is
fully revealed in this parable. He gives his grace abundantly
as what Paul says “where sin increased, grace overflowed
all the more”. (Rom 5:20) Hence, Jesus chose to preach the
Kingdom of God to his compatriots despite the fact that
the seed may not become fruitful. This resembles sowing
seeds on bad soil. But as Paul says that as widespread as
sin may be, it will never outweigh the love, grace and
fidelity of God.

Why can we not show them our own love and respect?
We are all very grateful for what God has done for us. We
must, in our thanksgiving to God'’s generosity, embrace
those who are less fortunate like the seeds being landed on
unfertile ground where the seed is sown. If God is love as
we firmly believe, then he must love also the marginalized

seeds growing under worldliness, oppression and
discrimination conditions lying on the path, on the rocky
ground, and in the thorns. There are always potentials for
growth in adversity like the banyan trees holding onto the
masonry wall growing strongly under extremely difficult
living environments.

Prayers

Almighty God our Father, we thank you for sowing us
into the fertile soil of our lovable parish. We are truly grateful
for your generously given grace. You teach us to grow
constantly in our faith and please help us to give thanks by
becoming a sower and shepherd ourselves.

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God of my days? Do we have this experience? Let us think
'ﬂ about this a bit.

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Abraham’s experience is also attested to
in one of the most original texts of the history
of spirituality: the Memorial of Blaise Pascal. It
begins like this: “God of Abraham, God of Isaac,
God of Jacob, not of the philosophers and savants.
Certitude, certitude; feeling, joy, peace. God of Jesus
Christ”. This memorial, written on a small parchment
and found after his death, sewn inside the philosopher’s
clothing, expresses not an intellectual reflection that a
wise man like him can conceive of God, but the living,
experienced sense of His presence. Pascal even noted the
precise instant in which he felt that reality, having finally
encountered it: the evening of 23 November 1654. It is not
the abstract God or the cosmic God, no. He is the God
of a person, of a calling, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, of
Jacob, the God who is certainty, who is feeling, who is joy.

Thus, Abraham becomes familiar with God, even
able to argue with Him, but ever faithful. He speaks with
God and argues. Up to the supreme test, when God asks
him to sacrifice his very son lIsaac, the son of his elder
years, his sole heir. Here Abraham lives faith as a tragedy,
as a groping walk in the night, under a sky that, this time,
is starless. And many times this also happens to us, to walk
in the dark but with faith. God himself will halt Abraham’s
hand, already prepared to strike, because He saw his
willingness truly complete (cf. Gen 22:1-19).

Brothers and sisters, let us learn from
Abraham; let us learn how to pray with
faith: to listen to the Lord, to walk, to
dialogue, up to arguing. Let us not
be afraid to argue with God! | will
even say something that may
;é‘; seem like heresy. Many times |
- = have heard people say to me:
“You know, this happened to
me and | became very angry

with God” — “You had the
courage to be angry at God?”

— “Yes, | got angry” — “But this is a form of prayer”.
Because only a son or daughter is capable of being angry
at their dad and then encounter him again. Let us learn
from Abraham to pray with faith, to dialogue and to argue,
but always willing to accept the Word of God and to put
it into practice. With God, let us learn to speak like a
child with his dad: to listen to him, to reply, to argue. But
transparent like a child with his dad. This is how Abraham
teaches us to pray.

The Prayer of Abraham

There is a voice that suddenly resonates in Abraham'’s
life. A voice that invites him to undertake a journey that he
knows is absurd: a voice that spurs him to uproot himself
from his homeland, from his family roots, in order to move
toward a new, different future. And it is all based on a
promise, in which he needs only to have trust. And to
have trust in a promise is not easy. It takes courage. And
Abraham had trust.

] he Cafﬁhgoﬁ
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The Bible is silent on the steps of the first patriarch.
The logic of things leaves us to presume that he had
worshipped other divinities; perhaps he was a wise man,
accustomed to observing the heavens and the stars. The
Lord, in fact, promised him that his descendants would be
as numerous as the stars that speckle the sky.

And Abraham sets out. He listens to the voice of God
and trusts in His word. This is important: he trusts the
Word of God. And with this departure of his, a new way
of understanding the relationship with God arose. It is for
this reason that the patriarch Abraham is present in the
great Jewish, Christian and Islamic spiritual traditions as
the perfect man of God, capable of being submissive to

Him, even when His will proves arduous, if not completely
incomprehensible.

Abraham is thus the man of the Word. When God
speaks, man becomes the receptor of that Word and his
life the place in which it seeks to become flesh. This is
a great novelty in man’s religious journey: the life of a
believer begins to be understood as a vocation, thus as a
calling, as the place where a promise is fulfilled; and he
moves in the world not so much under the weight of an
enigma, but with the power of that promise, which one day
will be fulfilled. And Abraham believed God’s promise.
He believed and he set out without knowing where he
was going — thus says the Letter to the Hebrews (cf. 11:8).
But he had trust.

In reading the Book of Genesis, we discover that
Abraham experienced prayer in constant faithfulness to
that Word, which periodically appeared along his path. In
short, we could say that in Abraham’s life faith becomes
history. Faith becomes history. Indeed Abraham, with his
life, with his example teaches us this path, this path in
which faith becomes history. God is no longer seen only
in cosmic phenomena, as a distant God, who can instill
fear. The God of Abraham becomes “my God”, the God
of my personal history, who guides my steps, who does
not abandon me; the God of my days, companion in my
adventures; the God Providence. | ask myself and | ask you:
